Bricks make great Christmas and year end award gifts!  There are several options available that are catego-

rized below by location.  
 
Inside the NCM you will find our hexagon -shaped bricks which line each side of Corvette Boulevard.  Hexagon 
bricks are $200 for members and $250 for non -members.  They can accommodate three lines of text with 13 
characters and spaces per line.  You also have the choice of C1 ï C6 logo or NCM Spire to be displayed at the 
top.   
 

Outside the NCM, the options are nearly limitless.  You can make your mark with a small, medium, or large 
brick or granite bench in the Corvette Courtyard.   
 
Small bricks with text only are available for $100 for members and $125 for non -members.  If you want to 
spice it up a bit, choose one of our logoed small bricks for only $50 more.   
 

Looking for something custom?  Try adding your club logo or personal design to a medium brick (12ò X 12ò) 

for $600 for members and $650 for non -members.  Custom artwork is also available for large bricks (24ò X 
24ò) priced at $2500 members/$2600 non-members.   
 
Want the ultimate tribute at the NCM?  Granite benches in the Corvette Courtyard are a wonderful way to rec-
ognize friends, loved ones, clubs or businesses.  Benches can purchased for $5,000 for the entire bench, 
$3,000 for ½ bench or $2,000 for 1/3 of a bench.
